· Pshat – surface meaning of the text with which we all make contact
· Origin   - creation (as unfolding layers of דצח"ם)
· Turning point  - conquest of the Land as entry into embodied historical development 
· In consciousness - The innocence of the unaware who live the story before it’s told
· Primary avodah – present mindfulness דבקות
· Remez – meaning embodied in local context, sought in the body of the text through subtext/intertextuality, etc… 
· In consciousness - awareness of self without critical comparison to other
· primary avodah - developing voice through being consumed by ideas 
· Turning point- destruction of 1st Temple ends Divine kingship embodied as earthly kingship
· Drash – meaning in context of the whole Torah written and oral, as held by reader
· In consciousness -awareness of self in relationship to other
· Primary avodah - seeking meaning everywhere, clarifying fact and value through בירור
· Turning point – return to Jerusalem by Ezra, Nechemia and Zerubabel
· Sod – meaning of text as experienced by reader without communication to or from other
· In consciousness - awareness of self as manifestation of whole, complexity in unity
· Primary avodah - building vessels to hold differences without reducing or denying them
· Turning point – expulsion from Spain
· Destination – redemption, סופו תחב בראשו a higher return to story as lived instead of told
