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Pilot brief for QTFly-in 2017
Transmitter operation

No pound or board will be used for the weekend as this is a 2.4G only event.
Flightline and start area

The start area should be kept clear of extinguishers and air pumps for the convenience of everyone.
 There will be a flightline officer present from 0800 hrs to 1700 hrs on the Friday and 0800 to 1600hrs on  Saturday and then from 0800 hrs to 1400 hrs on the Sunday.
 It is crucial to remember that the flightline officer has the final word on all matters regarding the flying.
Compliant safety vests must be worn by both the pilot and caller at all times within the yellow cone area. This is anywhere inside the 30 metre safety area which is from the center of the runway to the yellow cones.
                                                                                                                                                     We have a 1500 foot ceiling this weekend and a maximum of 5 aircraft flying in the same circuit.

The models flying have priority of the circuit and the flightline controller will notify pilots of a change. 

All activities with retrieving models will go through the flightline controller who has the VHF radio. The recovery vehicle will be utilised where possible to streamline any recoveries. Connect the flashing lights before entering the recovery area. The recovery vehicle has a 2 way to the flightline controller so communication is mandatory, get permission from the flightline controller first before entering the active runway.

Flying during a recovery is at the flightline controller’s discression and all caution should be exercised when the recovery vehicle is out.

This is an active airport and full size traffic is still expected. The RFDS or emergencies will necessitate immediate cessation of model flying.

No use of smoke systems while taxing, taking off or landing due to obscuring the other pilot’s vision. 
Be aware of models taxing when landing and especially when taxing back towards the pit area. Keeping left when taxing out and only enter the runway area when given permission from the flightline controller. Flying will only commence when the pilot is in the pilots box and given permission from the flightline controller. No taxing beyond the yellow line on the tarmac without the model being restrained.
Flow of the flying is paramount with the number of pilots so being 100% ready to fly assists everyone. 

This isn’t a scale competition so opening and closing canopies and turning lights on is best left to Top Gun!

When landing give clear directions as to your intentions so call your gear pass then downwind circuit etc when you land. Communication will help everyone do more flying so we all get to enjoy the event.

No mobile phones when on the flight line for everyone’s convenience.

Start up area is shown on the included site map, please he very aware where your tailpipe is pointed. Please no engine run ups in the start area due to the obvious noise and jet blast issues.
Fuel and refuelling

No refuelling on the bitumen without a recovery type tank, we need to leave this airport as we found it. Jay Masters will have his fuel available near the closest hangar; all monies for fuel will be paid directly to Jay when purchasing fuel. Vouchers will be issued when you register for the event for the free fuel.
Smoking and Alcohol 

No smoking or consumption of alcohol inside the active airport area, smoking is permitted behind the spectator area.

Model storage
Andrew Walker has kindly let us use his new hangar for overnight storage, please be aware of moving other people’s models if you should need to.  No charging is permitted when storing the models overnight.

Trailers and shelters

Trailers and shade tents can be erected in the specified areas. All cars must be removed from the active flying area unless you have permission from the QTF executive. 
Any problems involving safety deal with it if it’s avoiding an emergency situation and then discuss the event. We have to comply with the extra regulations because we are flying at an active airport, comply within the safety brief and you will have an awesome weekend.
