OFFICER REPORTS
· Executive Council Report – Sheryl Mullen
APCO International Awards accepted through April 1st, 2019. APCO International coming up, flash day is April 1st – save $100.  Draft memo was distributed for review and discussion of the membership and input was sought from the attendees related to memo.  Best course for members is to send their thoughts and opinions to Sheryl, and complete the survey.
· Action Item: create and send out survey to all Chapter members 
· Move to approve the minutes, Tim Martindale moved, Steve Romberg 2nd, no discussion.  Motion approved unanimously.
· APCO Treasurer’s report – Richard Kirton
Summary:  Annual report, which is yearend for 2018.  You will get a midyear report for the current year in June, then a later current year report in October and do the budget for the next year then as well.   We brought in $209,811.41 and spent $203,871.94.  Much more than normal, but with hosting Western Regional our numbers overall were up.  Brought in a little more than we spent, $5,939.  Year end fund balance is $39,148.47.  When we started funding the lobbyist, it was $10,000 compared to this year which was $24,000.  As our lobbyist costs have gone up our revenue hasn’t gone up commiserate, so we have seen us chipping in to our reserve.  We need to think about increasing revenue so we can continue to advance our agendas.  Question – do we make money on the forums?  Yes we do, we will make more than normal amount at this forum because we didn’t have to pay venue fees.  
· Action Requested:  motion to approve report, Katy Myers moved, Jackie Jones 2nd. No discussion, motion unanimously approved.
President thanked Richard and his staff for their work and hosting us. Richard commented that what we all don’t know is that the staff is also preparing for a major radio replacement upgrade!
· Commercial Representative’s Report – Dana Hanford
Attended IWCE and promoted the Fall conference and has been promoting commercial membership to those that aren’t already members.

Richard Kirton has staff that has been helping rework and redesign the web page.  Now have a brand new front page of the web site, the data is still getting populated, and using an easier system to make updates to the site with a number of people who can make more timely updates.
